Large Marine Ecosystem Systems sets a framework to observe the current and future State of the HGMP:

o Learnings on what is required better manage marine ecosystems

o Applying the LME lens on productivity and the five modules: fish and fisheries, pollution and ecosystem health,
socioeconomics, and governance. The HGMP is technically not an LMEs as it sits within the larger LME 46 (New
Zealand Shelf ), encircling the whole of New Zealand (Figure 16). But it has several of the principles involved as an
excellent framework to assess the HGMP. LMEs are natural regions of coastal ocean space encompassing, adjacent
land, waters from river basins and estuaries to the seaward boundaries of continental shelves and seaward margins
of coastal currents and water masses. Primary productivity drives the trophodynamics of the LME. It can be related
to marine ecosystems' carrying capacity concerning supporting fish resources (from phytoplankton up to large
marine mammals). The LME module for fish and fisheries is focused on monitoring and assessing changes in the
condition of capture fisheries, mariculture, environmental variability. This includes climate change, and predator-
prey dynamics within the fish community—from benthic components and plankton at the base of the ecosystem
food web, to apex predators at the top.

Pollution and Ecosystem health is a concept of broad interest for which a single precise scientific definition is
difficult. But for the HGMP, we might consider plastics, nutrients (Nitrogen and Phosphates), contaminants (e.g., E
coli, heavy metals etc.) as examples. The health paradigm is based on multiple-state comparisons of ecosystem
resiliency and stability and is an evolving concept. For an ecosystem to be healthy and sustainable , they should
maintain the metabolic activity level. Its internal structure and organisation should resist external stresses over
space and time relevant to the ecosystem.

The socioeconomics module emphasises the practical application of scientific findings to managing LMEs and the
direct integration of social and economic indicators and analyses to ensure that prospective management measures
are cost-effective. For the HGMP commercial fisheries are a good example of the benefits and impacts that can
occur. The governance module provides the intergovernmental framework for nations committed to developing and
practising ecosystem-based management (EBM) to plan and implement LME projects that consider three key
governance components: (i) the marketplace, (ii) the government, and (iii) non-governmental institutions and
arrangements that interact through patterns of dynamic interrelationships. For the HGMP, these are (i) Fisheries,
aquaculture and tourism; (ii) Local and central government; (iii) NGO's and (iv) iwi and hapu.

Enacting the elements of Sea Change has taken too long, and the central government departments are not
integrated enough (specifically the governance) and connecting with local government, iwi and hapu and the
communities.
