The set netters also litter the beach with fish 
carcasses. We also often find a number of small sharks and stingrays that have been caught in the nets and 
discarded. It is an 'off the leash' dog beach and it is a constant battle to keep the fish carcasses away from the dogs, 
actually a nightmare with every walk. Please stop them set netting in this gorgeous little bay,

Kelp gardens are being stripped by Kina as their 
numbers proliferate due to lack of natural predators like large Snapper and Crayfish. 
The Hauraki Gulf is not an unlimited resource for extraction and we need protected areas where marine species can 
flourish. Currently 99.7% of the Hauraki Gulf is free to be fished but not every Hauraki Gulf user or Auckland resident 
goes fishing. Currently it seems there is an imbalance between those that wish to extract from the Hauraki Gulf and 
those that just want to enjoy and wonder at what is left of a phenomenal ecosystem.

The changes I have witnessed to the marine 
environment in this area over my life (I am now 63) have been profound and roundly destructive. I am a keen ocean 
swimmer and swimming the coast I have experienced a deep feeling of loss as to what I had witnessed as a child in 
the Gulf/harbour - rich cockle beds of Cheltenham (now gone), vastly more fish. I now understand that this was 
already a greatly damaged and depleted marine environment from it’s pristine earlier years and I was quite shocked 
to find out that the Mussel beds had been totally destroyed by the time I was born in 1959. 
From my reading and the science around the restoration/re-wilding of our precious marine environments, the most 
effective way to achieve a healthy ecosystem again is to just STOP! Stop fishing, polluting and taking in general. We 
have taken to such an extend, and been so destructive in our activities in and around the harbour and Gulf, that we 
urgently need to recognise that we are just one creature in this sacred world and need to change our behaviour 
immediately in order to have any chance of restoring balance and health to this magnificent world that we live in 
and which we are destroying. 
Not only do I encourage Government ministers to move quickly to implement the changes suggested in the 
Revitalising the Gulf, Protection Proposals package, I would urge you to go further and with haste, to essentially 
close the entire harbour and Gulf making it a No Take zone. Treating marine life as a commodity and the destruction 
of the marine environment as a "right" is deluded and degradation will continue if we don't simply stop taking! 
Please be brave and stop bowing to fishing "rights". Thank you.

10yrs have passed, & no new 
reserves have been established in the HG. I submitted a submission for SeaChange in 2019. The Hauraki Gulf Forum 
(HGF) has been running for 20 yrs and has produced State of the Gulf Reports,(HGR) the first in 2004, followed by 
2008, 2011, 2014, 2017, and 2020. And a 2021 seabirds report, they all talk about decline. I have been swimming, 
snorkeling, and boating on the HG for 50yrs and started scuba diving 48 yrs ago. I am not a scientist, but 
observations of marine life while exploring/enjoying the Hauraki Gulf (HG) are painfully obvious, the large summer 
boil-ups of surface-feeding fish from the 1970s are gone, along with flocks of seabirds, and this was just off the East 
Coast Bays, now one has to go further afield to see this, like Simpson rock, Mokohinau Is, even that is mostly gone. 
Over the last 50yrs, I've visited almost every island in the HG. And my observations are just one of many accounts 
from over the last 10yrs. It is time to establish large MR that protects 30% of the HG; even the current proposal is 
insufficient. Fisheries NZ (FNZ) under MPI should have no say over where and how large MR can be. FNZ is generally 
opposed to MR; just look at the number of community groups that have taken control of the marine conversation 
(MC) by declaring moratoriums / Rahui's on scallops, cockle beds, & other species. This clearly shows that FNZ is not 
taking MC seriously, or looking at their own data about over-harvesting (OH) the resources and that the community 
takes action to protect against OH. FNZ should be proactive rather than waiting for community groups to take the 
lead. FNZ has the data to actively investigate what is going on; just look at all of the graphs in the HGF, it's pretty 
depressing that all of the fish species are under the 40% biomass threshold. It's time to stop the talkfest and start 
walking the talk.
