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DIAGNOSIS
Starvation subsequent to maternal separation

COMMENTS
This young calf died of starvation, with no evidence of any underlying disease process or traumatic incident.

GROSS PATHOLOGY
This young calf was in a very fresh condition, with only extremely minimal superficial scavenging. There 
were no fetal folds, and fetal whiskers were absent. The dorsal fin was not folded. No skin wounds or marks 
were present. The body condition was extremely thin, with extensive loss of epaxial muscle along the full 
length of the body, and a moderately prominent 'neck'. There was no subcutaneous bruising. The stomach 
was totally empty, and there was no meconium in the intestine. The liver was extremely fatty and floated in 
formalin. The lungs were well aerated.
