Locality:

Extensive plains stretching south from Richmond to the Wairoa River, and bounded to
the west by the Waimea flood-plain and to the east by the Barnicoat Range foothills.

Topography:

High terraces and gentle fans 6 metres above the Waimea flood-plain and gently sloping
towards the sea.

Excessively drained alluvial stony clay or silt loams with moderate fertility. Derived from

Soils and Geology:

sedimentary and ultramafic rocks. Around 2 a metre deep and overlying deep gravels.
Stoniness increases on the fans east of Richmond. Drought-prone.

Climate:

High sunshine hours; frosts slight to moderate; mild annual temperatures;
rainfall 890-1000mm.

Coastal influence:

Negligible.

Original Vegetation:

Beech-podocarp - mixed broadleaf forest.

Human Modification:

No areas of native vegetation remaining.
