1. There currently remains an existing concession on the site of 60 years.

The short length of the concession sought indicates a clear lack of a long-term commitment to the
operation, to the wider area and opens the door for asset stripping and an imbalance between
commercial priorities and public interest. Environmentally, the longer the commitment to a place, the more

invested a party is in the sustainability of a place. The PTL concession falls short on this front.
2. Tongariro National Park (TNP) treaty claim(s) may lead to immediate litigation costs.

The well publicised interests of other parties (including those under a Treaty claim) in the existing concession
and RAL assets mean that should this PTL concession be awarded at this time, there is high risk of

conflict and subsequent litigation which will bleed resources which could otherwise be used to enable

and ensure equitable access to the assets and the ski field.

3. ltis difficult to tell if the business will be financially viable.
Appendix 7 cash flow model makes it difficult to tell if the business makes commercial sense.

Information provided excludes information on what DoC and MBIE will need to pay to remove infrastructure froni
the mountain if the business fails.

4. Increased costs and decreased mountain capacity will make Taroa less accessible to New Zealanders.

The reduction in capacity with the removal of the Nga Wai Heke chair, Giant Chair, and the Wintergarden Platter
and less operational days, longer inactive vs active time on the mountain and lowered accessibility to the Maunga
during the operating season. The lower capacity of 4500 would see increased demand, leading to price increases
which will take the cost of utilising this natural resource beyond the reach of most New Zealanders.

5 Competing business interests with Whakapapa and lack of complementary business operation.

A lack of synergy between the other snow sports assets on Mt Ruapehu lowers the chance of mitigating partial
operational closure across the Maunga — further reducing access for those who have travelled some distance to
stay and experience the thrill and majesty of Mt Ruapehu.

6. Past concessions negotiations took around four years.



The short period of time between the consultation period and opening of the 2024 season means that there
cannot be full consideration of important aspects.

7. Key information has not been provided.

The extensive redaction of names (e.g. Directors of PTL), this information is a matter of public record and should
not be redacted.

Iwi engagement has been completely redacted.

Quite the opposite can be said about the Pure Turoa
team; they are long time locals, passionate about Turoa and the surrounding area, they know what it takes to
operate an effective ski area and being locals can engage with the community and Iwi with care and
understanding.

Pure Turoa show real intention to develop the ski area into something that is sustainable; both business wise and
environmentally. This can be seen in their long term planning that will replace old lifts critical needed to operate
the ski area (such as Movenpick and Park Lane), while also aiming to reduce the footprint of the ski are with
removal of the Nga Wai Heke chair lift and other dated infrastructure.

Some may argue that a season pass will not be worth it with access to only one ski area, this is not correct; the
vast majority of skiing patrons will only ever ski one side or the other. | myself ride Turoa almost exclusively, and
most committed visitors are no different, be it one side or the other.

The Ski areas are special to so many people, and a return to local ownership that cares about the area and the
communities will only see all stakeholders prosper. This is of particular importance to the Turoa ski area that saw
a large group of long term staff beginning to leave due to RAL’s management of the field (2017-2019, pre Covid).

We have strong personal and family connections to the mountains of Tongariro National Park going back
to 1986, and we enjoy skiing/snowboarding, tramping and mountaineering as forms of recreation
together with our family and many of our friends. We are regular and respectful visitors to TNP and being
there is one of our favourite things to do.

As noted on p35 of the Tongariro National Park Management Plan (2006) Mt Ruapehu is ‘nationally
important’ for skiing as it is the only place in the North Island where lift-serviced alpine showsports can be
provided (notwithstanding a small club field at Taranaki). Given the failure of Ruapehu Alpine Lifts, it is
important to ensure that another entity takes over immediately. Snow sports account for about half of all
TNP visitors according to the TNPMP.

The proposal is within the amenity area of Turoa Ski Area identified in the TNPMP and is generally
consistent with the TNPMP's objectives.

Granting the concession would foster recreation and therefore be consistent with section 6(e) of the
Conservation Act, which states:

“to the extent that the use of any natural or historic resource for recreation or tourism is not
inconsistent with its eonservation, to foster the use of natural and historie resources for
recreation, and to allow their use for tourism.”

While there are reasons to consider delaying the granting of concessions until after Te Tiriti o Waitangi
claims have been settled, | believe that the applicant’s growing relationship with Ngati Rangi and others,
combined with the relatively short term sought (compared with the current RAL concession’s 60 years)
and the proposal to eventually remove and replace the Nga Wai Heke, Park Lane, Wintergarden and
Giant lifts with one gondola or high capacity chair with a mid-station, plus the fact that the infrastructure
will be damaged by ice if not operated each winter, mean granting the concession now and then working
with iwi collaboratively is the best approach.

Submission on Tiroa Ski Field Concession Application

Thank you for the opportunity to make a submission on the above application.

Our interest is as SECSRE@I members of the public with an active interest in
the ongoing health and wellbeing of Ruapahu’s natural environment. On that basis we are
supportive of the application by Pure Turoa Limited (PTL) as detailed in their Application dated
8 December 2023.

Our submission is that the Minister make a decision in favour of the applicants for the reasons
set out and subject to the conditions proposed by the applicant, recognising that the actual and
potential conservation and environmental benefits of such approval extend beyond the matters



covered directly by the applicant. In this regard we would request the Minister give particular
consideration to:

Submission 1: PTL application as catalyst for broader and complementary regional
economic activity.

Commercially viable operations such as that proposed by PTL serve to attract an increase in
permanent and visitor numbers to the area. Such populations represent a community of interest
and an economic base from which voluntary and commercial resources can be mobilized for
broader conservation and restoration efforts in the area, for example pest species control. There
are an increasing number of examples around NZ demonstrating the potential for positive
environmental feedback whereby the success of voluntary, government-funded and or
commercial restoration results in such efforts being sustained and expanded, for example Tiritiri
Island in the Hauraki Gulf and ‘mainland islands’ such as Zealandia. An active and expanded
community of interest in the health of Ruapahau and its wider environs is in our submission a
useful precursor to ensure the effort and investment needed to achieve NZ's ‘predator free’
2050 goals.

People appreciating the broader natural attractions available in the Ruapehu area and returning
in all seasons will be revitalized by the investment proposed by PTL. The application makes
mention of the high cost of ski infrastructure and by implication, the need to generate
reasonable returns on that investment over the comparatively short ski season. Without
questioning the commercial assumptions inherent in PTL’s application it is a matter of logic that
associated and complementary uses of the existing and proposed facilities will help secure
investments in the area over the longer term. Sightseeing and tramping have long attracted
visitors to the area. More recently the interest in active pursuits such as mountain biking have
extended the interest in visiting the area in all seasons.

Relief sought:

Approve the application subject to a condition that PTL give consideration to coordinating their
management and investment in ski infrastructure with those proposing complementary services
and activities. The objective of such efforts would be to expand the range of experiences
available to visitors and locals at all times of the year. Any such condition should not extend to a
requirement contradictory to the commercial interest of the applicant or pose an undue risk to
the natural and cultural values of the maunga.

Submission 2: Climate Change

The maintenance and, as appropriate, expansion of existing ski-related recreational
opportunities in the Central North Island (and specifically PTL’s application) fulfills a regional /
North Island recreational demand that is otherwise met by travel to other parts of NZ and
internationally. Logic suggests that the alternative to a CNI recreational opportunity involves a
greater and more energy-intensive travel ‘cost’ for many in the North Island.



The NZ government has a statutory commitment to reduced national emissions of greenhouse
gasses (GHG’s), underpinning the country’s international commitment to and trading interests
in a ‘net zero’ emissions economy by 2050.

Relief Sought:
Make a non-binding request of the applicants and relevant Government agencies (including

SOE’s) that consideration be given to expanding the public transport options available to those
visiting the Turoa area from major NZ population centers including Auckland and Wellington.
Without seeking to limit the scope of this proposed relief and for example, specific consideration
could be given to public or private investment in dedicated weekend and holiday season train
travel to the area for skiers, trampers and mountain bikers, offering the scope for some level of
all year round service.

The highly probable delay in negotiating a new short term concessions, when an existing 60 year concession is
already in place. This does not allow for meaningful development and reflects a lack of long-term commitment. It
is also deeply disrespectful to Maori. and the on-going Tongariro National Park treaty claim. This rushed process
and the clandestine nature of MBIE’s dealings with PTL are hard to comprehend for a Crown business
negotiation, which should be transparent and fair.

The removal of the key lifts will drastically reduce the skiable terrain on the mountain, worsening queues and
create dangerous congestion, forcing those who are beginner or intermediate skiers to have to ski with more
advanced skiers.

The PTL model and proposed season pass price of $1500 will effectively turn Turoa into an elite club field,
resulting in many regular Ruapehu skiers deciding to head to the South Island, which will negatively impact not
only Turoa but also Whakapapa, Ohakune and other surrounding towns.

There appears to be a lack of accountability for PTL, given they may charge monthly expenses and just walk
away if they don’t succeed, with no penalty for restoration. The removal of the infrastructure has to be the worst
possible outcome and yet this solution is the most risky in terms of it happening.

Information provided excludes details on what MBIE and DOC will incur if the business fails and infrastructure
needs to be removed from the mountain.

We have strong personal and family connections to the mountains of Tongariro National Park going back
to 1986, and we enjoy skiing/snowboarding, tramping and mountaineering as forms of recreation together
with our family and many of our friends. We are regular and respectful visitors to TNP and being there is
one of our favourite things to do.

As noted on p35 of the Tongariro National Park Management Plan (2006) Mt Ruapehu is ‘nationally
important’ for skiing as it is the only place in the North Island where lift-serviced alpine snowsports can be
provided (notwithstanding a small club field at Taranaki). Given the failure of Ruapehu Alpine Lifts, it is
important to ensure that another entity takes over immediately. Snow sports account for about half of all
TNP visitors according to the TNPMP.

The proposal is within the amenity area of Turoa Ski Area identified in the TNPMP and is generally
consistent with the TNPMP’s objectives.

Granting the concession would foster recreation and therefore be consistent with section 6(e) of the
Conservation Act, which states:
‘to the extent that the use of any natural or historic resource for recreation or tourism is not
inconsistent with its conservation, to foster the use of natural and historic resources for
recreation, and to allow their use for tourism.”
While there are reasons to consider delaying the granting of concessions until after Te Tiriti o Waitangi
claims have been settled, | believe that the applicant’s growing relationship with Ngati Rangi and others,
combined with the relatively short term sought (compared with the current RAL concession’s 60 years)
and the proposal to eventually remove and replace the Nga Wai Heke, Park Lane, Wintergarden and
Giant lifts with one gondola or high capacity chair with a mid-station, plus the fact that the infrastructure
will be damaged by ice if not operated each winter, mean granting the concession now and then working
with iwi collaboratively is the best approach.

We believe the continued operation of the ski area is critically important for the ongoing well being of the
Ohakune community and surrounding Waimarino District. It brings visitors who need accommodation, food &
provisions. Rent ski equipment and mountain bikes, refuel their vehicles, buy beers, coffees and chocolate
eclairs.

Local residents likewise need, indeed rely, on these same amenities while also requiring community infrastructure
of schooling, health, professional services, plumbers, builders, electricians, mechanics, teachers and bus drivers.

If Turoa doesn’t reopen our community loses all mountain employees both permanent and part time season staff.
lts highly unlikely they could all find gainful employment in Ohakune and will be forced to vacate for jobs out of
the district. This willy# reduce school rolls, collapse residential property values, make
commercial retail businesses completely unviable, forcing pemmanent closure due lack of any possible resale
market.

The inevitably consequence is large numbers vacating Ohakune and no longer paying rates, forcing an ever
increasing burden on remaining residents to cover the huge reduction in rates income.

It must be acknowiedged that the ski area must not stay open at all or any cost. DOC understandably has
responsibility to ensure full access for all recreational users and their safety, balanced against best practice long
term conservation requirements. We submit that Pure Turoa’s application credibly addresses all of these aspects,
including consultation with Iwi.

As recreational skiers we are additionally concemed that if Turoa and Whakapapa were to cease operating
commercially we would be forced to travel to the South Island to ski. Forgetting the time and expense this
creates, it clearly raises capacity issues for these Southem fields — they quite simply don’t have sufficient
resources and facilities to cope with their existing numbers let alone the increase of Nort Island skiers descending
on them. Access would need to be controlled, likely restricting locals as well as inbound Australian tourists and

the effect this has on foreign exchange eamings for New Zealand.

On the balance of community, commercial, recreational, conservation and cultural needs we fully endorse and
support Pure Turoa’'s application.
