the story.

— Make it short and snappy. Funny. Dramatic.

o Collate your stories into one publication.

— Tell the reader the key details of the story

(who, what, when, where) ) . .-
e Film your class news and create a ‘bulletin

= Quotes — from your interview(s) to help tell = Tell your different stories all at once
the story.

— These are the exact words spoken by the
person you interviewed. Remember to use
speech marks.

= Conclusion — sum up the story and leave the
