1. Cabbage tree/Ti kKouka

Cordylline australis

Found throughout the North and South Islands. Common in open areas,

farmland, scrub and wetlands.

Leaves

Very long, narrow leaves. Can be
green/ yellow or brown.

Bark

Rough, grey-brown trunk. Feels
spongy when squeezed.
